1.  Maxine Morris welcomed teacher and parent attendees. The new PTO Board members were introduced:

2. Mr. Bhojani provided the fiscal-standing report, and net profits for each PTO event held last 2010/11 School Year (*See Attachment 1 ‘PTO Financial Report’ for details). 

3. Ms. Morris covered news since final PTO meeting last school year, held May ??, 2011.

· Successful event “Summer Family Water Day” held  xx/ xx at The Galloway School. Attendance good and reports of fun time had by all.  The national publication, PTO Magazine approached Ms. Morris for more information on this event as are considering including in a future article.

· A sun shade for the children’s playground is a topic of great interest.  Best bid for the shade is $36, 190, and the PTO has collected and set aside $22,000 on its behalf.  A visible ‘guage or thermometer-type’ scale is planned to show all progress on funds collection. Ms. Cerace published a letter to all parents requesting donations. 
· Special thanks extended to the Vu family for providing labor and funding to replace the sandbox in the children’s play area.

· Teacher Wish Lists are pending.  Coach Bill spoke for the need for official equipment such as soccer balls, uniforms etc.  Ms. Morris stated that PTO funds should be set aside in support of Physical Education, School Spirit  and the possibility of Galloway sports teams.
4.Ms. Cerace, Prinicpal, addressed many school events: 
· The Galloway School will host the next regional PSIA competition. (State competition will be held Sat (Feb 18, 2012).  The lower school teachers have ??Ms. Scarborough and Ms. Johnson?? volunteered to handle the refreshments for this event, but they will need many volunteers to help.  More information will be provided later. 
· Ms. Cerace will hold a Room Parent meeting Tues, Oct. 18 at 6:00 in the cafeteria. All classes need to have at least one representative for each teacher’s class attending.
· Day at the Museum is Friday, October 28 at 8:40 am. Ms. Morris mentioned again that this a good fundraiser for the lower school, and the teachers donated last year’s monies  of ~ towards the playground sun shade.  Ms. Morris reminded all that if a costume if needed there is not much time left to aquire!
· This year’s Christmas Program Dec ??? will have a musical theme for the upper school, and “insect” theme for the lower school.  Lower school children will need a ‘bug’ costume; teachers recommended xxxxxxxxx.
· Class pictures will be done on schedule as follows :

· Book Fair held by Ms. Lydia for one week , Oct 31 – Nov. 4.  She needs many parents to volunteer to assist the children and help with cashier duties. 

· New School Building progress: plans for completion are the end of January.  Ms. Cerace needs to hold schedule, as the building space is needed to house the many PSIA events. 
· Ms. Scarborough and Ms. Johnson will sponsor the Student Council this year.  They are planning many new events:  bake sale (money to be donated to the Friends wood Fire Dept and ???), car wash in Spring time, food drive, etc.   Also, a special week dedicated to Anti-Drug Use called “ Red Ribbon Week” will be held Oct 24 – 28. Each day of this event will allow for some ‘crazy –dress’ item such as socks, sunglasses, etc …

· Thanksgiving Feast celebration will be held Friday, Nov 18.  Students will come dressed as Indians or Pilgrims and a turkey and fixings meal will be served.  Parents will be asked to volunteer to help serve and clean-up. 
· Vision and Hearing tests, required by the State, will be done at the school for all students Tues Nov 1 and Wed. Nov  2

· Ms. Maxine Burris will hold her annual St. Judes Children’s Hospital Trike-a-Thon for the Pre-K 3 and 4 classes.  Students raise money for this charity and have an opportunity to ride their decorated bikes outside in the school parking lot.
